V YOUNG EUROPEAN EURODEFENSE CONFERENCE 
 
 
On July 14th-20th, 2013 EuroDefense España in collaboration with EuroDefense 
Portugal, will hold the V Young European EuroDefense Conference (V YEEC, 2013) 
under the hospitality of the Toledo Infantry Academy.
